Economic ties to make war unthinkable


The European Coal and Steel Community (UCSC) proposed in 1950


Adopted in 1952 by France/Germany, and Italy and Benelux




Boring, by design




Impenetrable, by design





French and German dynamics


The Treaty of Rome (1957)


A free trade area (all internal tariffs removed)



A customs Union (all external tariffs are unified



A common Market (labor and capital are treated as goods)




This third element not yet achieved



Common Agricultural Policy


The CAP



In principle, a subsidy to any one farmer, is available to all



In theory, this would mean nobody would have to annoy farmers



In practice, it has come to dominate the EU budget




But it has also created a powerful constituency for the EU


The EMU (economic and Monetary Union)



Plans for future coordination, eventually a common money


The treaty of Rome provided a veto to all states who first signed it



British vetoed by France (1963, 1967), only admitted in 1973

IV:  Organization of the EU

Council of Ministers (15 foreign ministers with weighted voting)



In reality, tends to work by consensus


European Commission (20 members – where the real power is)



The bureaucracy never sleeps….


European Parliament (elected from countries – little power)


European Court of Justice (Judges disputes about the treaty of Rome) 



Does not just mediate, it settles.  Gaining strength




The Single European Act (1985)



Set 1992 as a target date for the common market



The member nations had to legislate 300 EU commission rulings




Still, it was nations who had to adopt the laws…



Began dealing with provinces and regions, not just nations


The Maastricht Treaty (1991)



Renamed the EC the EU



Set up system for the Monetary Union



Created Europe wide police/justice system




Sex trafficking, smuggling, illegal immigration, terrorism



The goal of Military and Foreign policy integration
